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RETREAT (Service Call)-Sounded to mark the end of an official day. Earliest reference-1841 US
Cavalry manual.  Based on French bugle call La Retraite written by David Buhl in 1829. The call
can be sounded by buglers in unison or in three parts.  Retreat is followed by The Star-Spangled
Banner and the flag is lowered as the anthem plays.  If there is no band or recording of the The
Star-Spangled Banner, the flag is lowered during To The Color. Military members will stand at
parade rest and face the flag or music.
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
