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TO THE COLOR (Service or Formation Call)-Sounded as a salute to the National colors.  Earliest
reference is found in the 1874 U.S. Army Infantry manual (Upton Manual).  The call can be
sounded in unison by assembled buglers or by one. When a band is not present, To The Color is
sounded in place of The Star-Spangled Banner.  Military members will render a hand salute and face
the flag or music.
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
